Instructions.  The Department’s post-doctoral appointments are intended as support for students who have completed and defended their Ph.D. in the program and who will be entering the job market for another round during the year of appointment.  Students are therefore eligible to apply for a post-doc for the following year only after they have first gone through the job market process, and they must also have participated in the Department’s job placement advisory process.  The appointments are for one year, with full-time employment benefits, including health coverage, and they entail a teaching load of three courses per semester.  The Graduate Committee will consider only complete applications, which should include:

· The application cover sheet

· A letter of application, covering items such as your current standing, teaching experience and interests, research goals for the term of appointment, and any other circumstances for the Graduate Committee to consider

· A letter of support from the director of your dissertation

· A prospectus (approx. 10 pages) for and sample chapter from your completed dissertation

· Proof that you have already applied for jobs (e.g., a receipt for requesting letters of recommendation from the OU Personnel Office; an acknowledgment of application or other correspondence from an institution to which you applied, etc.)

The deadline for applications is the first Friday in March.
