Philip Johnson spoke at the University of Oklahoma Law School

on Thursday, April 15th.  The topic was “One nation under what-
ever?”

At the lecture, he argued heavily that evolution is more philoso-
phy than science, and that schools should “Teach the Contro-

versy.”  He discussed the im-
portance of looking at science
without a priori naturalistic
philosophy.  During his talk,
he discussed the importance
of teaching students the dif-
ference between observable,
testable science and philoso-
phy.

Phillip Johnson explained
that he wrote a two-sentence
amendment for Senator Rick
Santorum.  This is commonly
referred to as the Santorum Amendment.   It states, “(1)
good science education should prepare students to distinguish the
data or testable theories of science from philosophical or religious
claims that are made in the name of science; (2) where biological
evolution is taught, the curriculum should help students to under-
stand why this subject generates so much continuing controversy,
and should prepare the students to be informed participants in pub-
lic discussions regarding the subject.”

Phillip Johnson did not address the issues
about Evolution or Intelligent Design during
his lecture but received many questions
about these issues in the question and an-
swer period.  Several faculty and staff from
the University of Oklahoma were present
and asked many emotionally charged ques-
tions.

One question was particularly important to
the discussion.  A professor of evolutionary
biology asked a question about the lecture

and made a reference to the people of the Middle-Ages believing in
a flat earth.  This was shocking because it is well known in edu-
cated circles that people in the Middle-Ages knew that the earth
was round. The Flat Earth argument is a farce that was created by
two historians of science.  Phillip Johnson was a little shocked that
an academic still believed such a statement to be true.  Hopefully,
this is not to the discredit of the educational staff at the University
of Oklahoma.  Johnson then reemphasized

      I have had to sit in classes and be indoctri-
nated by the philosophies of my professors.  I
am a zoology student, and as such never thought
I would have to sit through lectures where my
professors spoke about their personal philoso-
phies and convictions.  I am speaking about evo-
lution.  The professors of which I speak teach
not the science of evolution but a philosophy, for
evolution has left the realm of science.
      I have been an astrophysics major, and
when studying physics my professor, Dr. Eric
Abraham, would teach from many views.  He
did not only teach here is the information used
today know it, but he taught background and
theories that have not worked and why, such as
the Bohr Model of electrons.  He also taught
how knowing something for sure is not
scientific. Take the example of Lorentz’s
contraction laws.
     The speed of light had been calculated
and measured for the known speed and
taking that light is a wave, it was pre-
dicted that space, that is the space be-
tween celestial bodies, must be some sub-
stance more dense than diamond,
illuminiferrous æther.  So when Michelson
did his famous wave splitter experiment, it
was very surprising that nothing showing
an æther wind, as proposed, was ob-
served.  Since it was a known fact that
æther existed, Lorentz came up with his
contraction laws.  These laws explained
why the æther wind was not observed,
but they were wrong.  In his zealousness
to prove that æther was the substance of
space, Lorentz colored the data with his
philosophy.  Today, we know that space really is
a vacuum.  This is due to scientists properly ap-
plying science and observing and drawing con-
clusions from the data not extrapolating beyond
their means.
     In physics, I was taught real science.  It was
objective seeking out, through unbiased observa-
tion, the mechanics of how nature works.  Now
in zoology, I am taught only that which is ex-
plained through natural physical processes is
real.  What is the mind then?  What is informa-
tion?  These scientists will say are philosophical
questions, but if all that is in the physical realm
then science can define them.  Naturalists al-
ways want creationists or intelligent designers to
come up with an experiment to prove a designer
or creator, but they never have experimentally
shown evolution.  They have made a soup of
amino acids, polypeptides, and other organic
molecules, but never life.  If they had, then it
would have been by their intelligence and not by
chance.  They must observe a system with no
life and see it form living beings without interfer-

ing, but this has never been done and cannot be
done on the earth.  They have no proof for their
philosophies any more than a creationist or intelli-
gent designist.  So why is evolution taught as the
only scientific explanation for the origin of life?
     In the movie “Pleasantville”, two teenagers
from the 1990s are transported to a black and
white 1950s TV world.  As the teens interact with
the inhabitants of Pleasantville the people and the
town begin to change to color.  The fearful black
and whites assemble a counsel and forge rules for
all citizens, black and whites and coloreds alike.
The scene changes and one of the teens, now in
color, is reading one of the supposed rules.  Bud/
David, played by Toby McGuire, reads, “Eight.
All elementary and high school curriculum must
teach the non-changest view of history, emphasiz-

ing continuity over alteration.”  Here the people
wanted to maintain a status quo.  In our classes
and our nation naturalists are trying to change sci-
ence by imposing their philosophy on it.  They call
anything that does not fit their view, non-science.
They claim that anything else has left the scope of
science and is just religion and has no place in re-
ality.  But they have ascribed to a new religion,

scientism.
      Naturalists will push and attack any explanation
for origins by any means other than evolution as un-
scientific.  Remember though that science, as it is
originally known, was used by God fearing scien-
tists.  Examples of such scientists are:  original
proposer of the scientific method, Francis Bacon;
founder of modern astronomy, Johannes Kepler; fa-
ther of the mathematical theory of probability and
combinatorial analysis, Blaise Pascal; early chemist
and stater of Boyle’s Law, Robert Boyle; founder
many areas of modern science and mathematics,
Isaac Newton; Nobel Laurate, Michael Faraday;
one of three great theoretical physicist, James Clerk
Maxwell; and many, many more.  These scientists
were able to do science because of their belief in
God.  Stephen Hawking, a renowned astrophysicist,

has said concerning the chance of random-
ness producing the universe and life, “In
fact, if one considers the possible constants
and laws that could have emerged, the odds
against a universe that produced life like
ours are immense.”  Sir Julian Huxley a re-
nowned evolutionary scientist said, “We all
jumped at The Origin because the idea of
God interfered with our sexual mores.”
Learn the difference between science and
philosophy.  Do not be taken in with the de-
ceptive beliefs.  I close with a statement
from Erwin Schödinger:

   “I’m very astonished that the scientific
picture of the real world is very deficient.  It
gives a lot of factual information, puts all
our experience in a magnificently consistent
order, but it is ghastly silent about all and

sundry that is really near to ones heart, that really
matters to us.  It cannot tell us a word about red and
blue, bitter and sweet, physical pain and physical de-
light, knows nothing of beautiful and ugly, good or
bad, God and eternity.  Science sometimes pretends
to answer questions in these domains, but the an-
swers are very often so silly that we are not inclined
to take them seriously.”

   God has placed it on the hearts of His people to labor for the lost.
This labor has grown into, among many things, a campus wide fast.
This campus wide fast is beginning this week and will last until the
end of the semester.  It is a one day fast.  Each week, from Tuesday
at Midnight to Thursday Morning we will be fasting.  During this
period, take the opportunity to pray during the times you would
usually be eating.

     Spring Break 2003 was my first leadership experience in missions. I had
the amazing opportunity to travel to Bolivia with a group of high school stu-
dents performing a drama. When I was preparing to return to the States,
there is something I left in this beloved country…my heart.

As corny as it sounds, I fell in love with the country in the week I was
there. Naturally, I jumped at the chance to visit my heart and my Bolivian
countrymen again this year. This time, armed with another year of Spanish
experience, I was an official translator for the group. Finally, my two -
pastimes of sharing life with others and translating Spanish converged!
     Despite a few visa problems and a couple fainting students, we made it to
“my” country unscathed. The drama was effective and people were listening!
But, as in any missionary situation, the Devil attacks those who are advancing
the Kingdom. I was hit where it hurt the most: my voice. A nasty virus stole
my voice for several days. Yeah, it is hard to translate testimonies from En-
glish into Spanish using merely body language.

   In my weakness, I became discouraged. I questioned why I was even
there if I was not able to serve my purpose. One afternoon, in the midst of
one of my self-pitying conversations, God spoke to me through the face of a
3-year-old. This absurdly adorable little boy was intently watching the drama
being preformed. Disregarding his age, his eyes showed that he was grasping
the story of Jesus Christ as expressed through the drama. I came to the con-
clusion that it was not about me and my abilities, or lack thereof. God is the
one who draws us near to Him. He merely allows me to participate in the
process. Maybe I should be quiet more often….

If we stay behind the spiritually chained doors of
our churches and we do not share this good news
with the world, then we are as captives ourselves,
not understanding of the good news of Christ and
needy of a Savior.
    After I became a Christian, I went to my
hometown and spoke with one of my best friends
from High School that had become a homosexual.
I gave him my testimony.  He had grown up in
church and knew more scripture than I did at that
time.  I remember him saying, “if people really be-

Our responsibility to you, our lost
and hopeless brothers and sisters, is sadly hindered by all of this.  But I also
present to you a slightly happier statistic: 4.5% of God’s money here in the US
we spend on Christian ministry to non-believers right here in our country.  Of
course, you can do the math.  That leaves half of one percent for you, my
friends, you, the neediest and most desperate ones.

Can you remind me again, dear friends, how many you are?  Out of the 6
billion in our world, do you still number over 2 billion?  Is it still true, you
unreached nations of the world, that you comprise one third of the souls on
earth?  Is your plight still so black, that you have not a single church in your
cultures that can effectively and sensitively shine the light of Jesus to illumine
your gloom?

Is it still true, that the places where you live suffer under the curse of poverty
and devastation, not only spiritually but also physically?  Can it still be true, you
2 billion, that generation after generation of your ancestors’ souls cry out from
Hell for someone to go and warn you, that you might not come there, and yet no
one has yet been sent?

A Letter to a Dark Place

Our Actions Speak Louder than Our
Words

Religion can be good as long as it is true religion-to care for the fa-
therless and the widows.  No Christian could argue against that state-
ment with words.  Yet, many well to do Christians argue against it with
their actions.  The widows and fatherless are tossed minor bread
crumbs while the elite Christians fill their houses with gold and satisfy
their flesh to the fullest.  In Revelation Jesus speaks of such, “I was
hungry and you did not feed me, I was naked and you did not clothe
me”.  Our actions speak louder than our words and show where our
faith and hearts truly lie.  “He who knows to do good and does it not to
him it is sin”, James 4:17  The reason our nation has not been won for
Christ is that we have not been won for Him.  “Take up your cross and
follow me”, Jesus says, “Anyone who takes a hold of the plow and
looks to the right or the left is not worthy of me”.

We pray for revival and revival does not come, because our hearts
are evil.  Revival must begin with us as individuals.  Churches seem so
confused about what revival is.  They can come together and dance
and sing, jump and run in the aisles, yet unless there has been imparted
a hunger for the Word of God and a hunger to know Him and make
Him known, these actions are no different than what takes place in a
day care.   If such a revival has no spiritual growth taking place, then it
will never reach the surrounding community outside of the church walls.
The majority of “Christians” in the U.S. remain infants.  Infants think of
themselves and can do little by themselves.  “Mine”, is a word you will
hear a lot in a day care.  “Mine”, is a word you hear a lot in the church
of today.  By the time they ought to be teachers they still have need for
milk, para, Hebrews 5:12  Do they make disciples that are Christians- in
Christ image or like Christ?  Our churches in America have changed
because they have lost their love for God’s word and even teach con-
trary to it.  He will return!  I want to see that.  I hope that you see that
and are not ashamed in that day.

The above statistics are real.  Every day almost 35,000 people die in the
least-reached area of the world, called the 1040 Window, without ever having
heard the saving message of repentance and faith in Jesus Christ.  The
modern church sends only about 4,000 of its 332,000 full-time workers to
those who have no gospel witness in their culture.  We spend 95% of our
resources on ourselves, 4.5% on evangelism where there is already a
Christian witness, and half of one percent on evangelistic effort in the
unreached areas of the world.

There are almost 1 billion Muslims, 550 million Hindus, and over 270 million
Buddhists in the world today that have no chance to hear the gospel from a
church in their culture.  While these “unreached” do have missionaries
laboring among them, the ratios are staggering; only 1000 missionaries work
among the 1 billion Muslims in the world, and so each face the task of
reaching 1 million people for Christ.
Spiritually speaking, the situation resembles a small group of people, the
Church, feasting on the plenteous blessing of the Lord while a group three
times our size still waits for its first bite.

If this information is compelling to you, there are ways you can address this
disproportion.  Become more informed about the state of the world.  The
following resources are available to help assist you in your search:
