Surfactants are the single most important ingredient in laundry and household cleaning products, comprising from fifteen to forty percent of the total detergent formulation.  They play a key role in the sixty billion dollar detergent market which is the focus of this review.  The rising costs of petroleum based raw materials for surfactants are having a profound impact on the detergent market.  This trend and other changes occurring in the anionic surfactant industry will be addressed.  Focus will be in terms of how the surfactant industry is changes to 1) meet the needs of changing environmental requirements, 2) take advantage of process technology advancement, 3) address consumer habit changes and finally, 4) deal with the rising cost of raw materials.
