Oklahoma Seismic Network News

This month, the OGS seismic team installed 8 new stations, upgraded some, and drilled
some new vaults to prepare for installs. This brings the total OGS station count to 155.
The field technicians have been alternating weeks between drilling vaults and installing
equipment, making some overnight trips for distant stations. New installs and upgrades
use the newer, OGS owned equipment (not piecemeal or borrowed) and the deeper (8
foot) vault design. No more flooding pickle barrel vaults will be deployed at new installs,
and we’re replacing them when upgrading existing stations.
