April 11  Introduce the Assignment, Brainstorming

Assignment: Complete the reflections questions on p. 18 in your packet about the experience of preparing your Investigating Stereotypes essay.  Read Keys for Writers p. 36-48 on preparing Arguments.  Read the sample argument essay p.155-159 in your packet and outline it according to the format on p. 154.  Use your favorite Brainstorming techniques to find an argument topic that you genuinely care about.

April 14  Compare Outlines

Assignment:  Be sure you have selected a topic for your argument.  Write your claim and supporting reasons for your argument.
