Vivid description that used naming, detailing, and many different sensory details

Dialogue or conversation

The readers were curious to keep reading.

The essay made readers comfortable—it was easy to read.

Good word choice

The essay is understandable.

The introduction is lively, and interesting; it creates expectations in the readers’ minds.

The discovery is clear to readers.

The people, events, and discovery seem real.

The title fits the essay.

The beginning relates to the ending.

The author seems sincere.

Too much description can be boring and distracting.

Not enough details
