The essay begins with a hook—a sound, a question, or a description.

The author used many adjectives and other interesting words.

The author built vivid description.

The readers can understand and relate to the author’s experience.

The title fits the essay.

The essay is focused on one discovery.

The essay is well-organized—the parts are connected in a smooth, logical way.

The readers want to read the essay.

The author’s background is included.

Many specific examples make the author’s ideas clear.

Problems to Avoid in a Cultural Discovery Essay

Too much dialogue can be confusing.

Too much telling or explaining.

Don’t just list adjectives in the descriptions.
