Comma Splice Sentence Repairs--See Keys for Writers p. 297-299

If you have written comma splice sentences, repair each one the following five ways:

Example:  The morning was beautiful, I was carefree as I rode my bike to class.

1. Use a period (.) instead of a comma between the two sentences.

Example:  The morning was beautiful. I was carefree as I rode my bike to class.

2. Use a semi-colon (;) instead of a comma between the two sentences.

Example:  The morning was beautiful; I was carefree as I rode my bike to class.

3. Write a compound sentence using a coordinating conjunction ( for, and, nor, but, or, yet, so) after the comma. (see Keys p. 273  for more information)

Example:  The morning was beautiful, so I was carefree as I rode my bike to class.

4. Use a transitional expression (see  Keys p. 256)  between the two sentences.

Example:  The morning was beautiful. As a result, I was carefree as I rode my bike to class.

5. Use a subordinating conjunction (see Keys p. 255, 256, 291 ) to connect the two sentences.

Example:  Because the morning was beautiful, I was carefree as I rode my bike to class.
