1. Heading:

2. Body Copy:

a) we request reviews of 750-1,000 words. Please do not exceed the limit of 1,000 words.

b) please supply page numbers, in parentheses, for all quotations from the book review. Do not use the
abbreviations "p." or "pp."

¢) if you quote works other than the one under review, please cite them in your text, giving author, title, date of
publication, and page number. Please avoid end- or footnotes.

d) for other questions of style, please consult The Chicago Manual of Style, 14th edition.
e) all copy should be double-spaced.
f) please use underlining, rather than italics, for titles.

Please type your name, and academic affiliation if applicable, at the end of your review.
